Web page is the page that display on the internet. By clicking ‘links’ on the web page, web user can easily access the element such as graphic images, sound files and multimedia clip coded in the HTML page. It is built by HTML Page by HTML code that represent things displayed on web page and HTML document accessible on the World   Wide Web. Class A subnets - AAA.xxx.yyy.zzz where the first dotted decimal (AAA) determine the organization and the last three (xxx, yyy, zzz) specify a computer in that organization.  Range of Class A: -.1.0.0.0 to 127.255.255.255, example: 14.1.2.11
Class B subnets - AAA.BBB.xxx.yyy where the first two dotted decimal digits (AAA,BBB) determine the subnet while the last two (xxx,yyy) specify a computer in that subnet. Range of Class B: 128.0.0.0 to 191.255.255.255, example: 130.1.12.8
Class C subnets - AAA.BBB.CCC.xxx in which the first three fields of the IP address (AAA,BBB,CCC) are specified and the last field can vary, these subnet provide 256 IP addresses. Range of Class C: 192.0.0.0 to 223.255.255.255, example: 224.222.222.222
